One year ago our Commitiee was
organized 1o cooperate with law
enforcement officials in climin:

the small minority of beee recailers
permitting unlawful conditions or
antisocial practices in their places
of business.

Continuous activity o the part of
our Committee, which included
investigation of more than 1,300
reail beer outlets, has resulted in
definite progress toward that
objective.

To date, on our Committee's
recommendation to state and local
authorities, 18 beer recilers have
fost theie licenses, 2 others have
had their outlets padlocked and 6
bave had theie licenses suspended
because they would not conduct

their places of business in accord
with public seatiment and with
the high standards of Kenrucky's
$20,000,000 legalized beer
industry.

As we cater our second year, we
renew our pledge to the public
and our offer of assistiace (o law-
enforcement officials. We are
determined that conditioas ia retail
beer outlets shall be a3 wholesome
as beer iself.
