storing.

Make a detailed plan—
on paper—and then follow
it when gardening season
begins, Davis recommends.

Plan your garden to sup-
ply vegetables to meet your
family'’s nutritional needs.
Helpful information on year-
ly vegetable needs can be
found in the “Canning,
Freezing, and Storage Bud
get and Record Card” avail-
able at your county Exten-
sion office.

Plan for at least 15 differ-
ent kinds of vegetables in
your garden, he suggests.
The basic vegetables for a
home garden usually are
beans, beets, cabbage, car-
rots, sweet corn, kale lett-
uce, mustard, onions, peas,
peppers, potatoes, radishes,
tomatoes, and turnips.

Of course, you'll want to
consider family preferences

Draw a scale map of the
garden. If space is avail
able, allow 1/20 acre (2,000
square feet) per person in
the family for the garden
Locate the rows; figure out
row spacings and length. In-
clude kinds and varieties of
vegetables and
plant each. Plan for a con-
tinuous harvest throughout
the growing season.
