Several requests this week, 30 will
give the one needed 1o be made as so0n
a3 possible. Pecan Cake, and it needs to
ripen at least a month and be “‘doc-
tored” every week or

PECAN CAKE
1 cup brown sugar
2% cupe white mgas
% pound

rw

lmpﬂ flour, sifted

64 cups broken pecans (floured)

1% baxes raisins (the seeded sticky
kind) (floured)

1 cup whiske;

1% nutmegs grated (4 teaspoons)

2 teaspoons baking powder

Tokeep this from being an all day job
1flour the pecans and raisins the night
before. Use about one cup of flour and
with hands flour the nuts until well
coated, then put into large sieve and
shake to remove excess flour. Empty
into large bowl. Now do the same with
the raisins. This takes a bit longer since
you want o separate each raisin. In
sieve, remave the excess flour and save
for use to make the 4 cups called for in
recipe. Have all ingredients at room
temperature.

In large bowl cream butter and
sugar. Add eggs, one at a time, beating.
after each one. Add baking powder 1o
flour and add alternately with whiskey,
then freshly grated nutmegs.

Remove beaters and carefully fold in
nuts and raisins with wooden spoon.
Spoon into large greased pan lined with
brown paper and buttered or loaf pans.

Preheat oven at 400 degrees. Place
tube pan on two wooden blocks in iron
skillet filled half full of water. Cover
with loose fitting lid and place pan of
water on top. Bake 45 minutes at 400
degrees, then reduce heat lo 30
degrees and cook around 2 hours. You
may have to add more water to skillet
Remove skillet and top pan during the
last 15 minutes of baking time. Test
with straw or toothpick to see if done.
Remove from oven, cover with tea
towel until cool, then remove from pan
Do not remove paper from cake. Wrap
in heavy foll and store in lard can with
tight lid. Every 10 days drizzle about 2

Save flour
and add to flour called for in recipe.
Cream sugar and butter. Add eggs, one
at a time, beating after each addition.
Add flour (sifted with baking powder)
and whiskey alternately, then nutmeg,

Remove beatersand genly add nuts
and raisins with a wooden spoon
pour into well buttered pan et witn
brown paper and buttered. Bake in
large pan, about § inches across and 5
inches deep. Cake will not rise Lo top of
pan but will make nice size slices of
cake.

Bake % hour at 300 degrees, then 2%
hours at 275 degrees. Test for doneness.
Do not overcook or you will have a dry
cake.

PECAN CAKE
ONE-THIRD SIZE:
4 cup brown sugar
1 cup white sugar
44 pound butter
2 eggs
14 cups sifted flour
4 pound broken pecans
4 pound raisins.
4 cup whiskey
15 plus teaspoon nutmeg
%, teaspoon baking powder

Proceed as above. Prepare pan, eic.
‘This will bake in a small cake pan and
is very nice for gift giving. Bake at 350
degrees in covered pan for two hours,

When cakes are done, coalin pan then
remove, leaving paper on cakes. Wrap
in heavy foil and store in tightly
covered tin. About every 10 days drizzle
about 2 tablespoons whiskey over cake,
rewrap and repeat again in 10 days.
Keep cake moist but not soggy.
