It has been ap,
proved this year because of the
current polntial of  sarious
outbreak demands a 2-fold
contrel meature, he said
“You cannot get away with
Killing just 90 percent of the
fungus. We need to get all of
it, or next year, it is very
likely a_Ridomil resistant
variety of the mold could de.
