World War 11 was, obvi-
ously, not without its civilian
victims.

“The closest 1 ever came to
action was when a bomb ex-
bloded near one side of the
mess hall. Fortunately,
wasn't on mess duty at the
time but it was enough to kind
of shake you up for a few
days.” Tapp said. I was in
ducted into service on Decem-
ber 16, 1942 and for some rea-
son 1 was put into the Air
Force.
