Talkin’ From The Mountains

Hollywood
lice Lloyd College

And

How did Hollywood pro-
ducer, actor, host, Ralph
Edwards, best known for his
show “This Is Your Life,” be-
come beloved by the folks in
o Kentucky town named for
a Robert Browning poem?
1t's an incredible and heart
warming story

In 1915, Alice Lloyd, a for
mer journalist from Boston,
made her way deep into the
mountains of Kentucky by
train, mule and flatboat and
began a school in a one room
cabin

A benofactor, a mountain
man called Humpy Joab,
donated land to Miss Lloyd
in a holler to start a” school
to teach the children in his

clan.

JuneBuchanan, awealthy,
w-“ educated young lady
fro acuse, New York,
Hoard about. Miss Lioyd's
work and decided in 1919
to take the difficult trip into
the Kentucky hills to visit
Alice Lloyd

Miss June stayed in the
Kentucky mountains for al-
most a century and helped
Alice Lloyd set up the first
and only school system in
the entire region. The wom-
en took no state or federal
money and every student—
from the first grade through
college--worked to earn their
education.

It was Miss June who
named the little town that
grew up around their school
system. She chose Pippa
Passes in honor of her favor-
ito poem by Robert Brown-

ing.
Early on, the women were

harassed by some of the lo-
cal people who didn't like
“foreigners” coming into the
hills. The term foreigner in.
furinted Alice Lloyd. She
would look the local people
in the eye and informsthem
that she was no foreigner—
that she was from Boston
“the cradle of democracy

Someone attempted to
gun the two “foreign” la
dies down. After the shoot-
ing incident, the two women
set up a meeting with the
clans who lived in the hills
and hollers near their cabin.
They made their case and
the people agreed the wom
en could stay if, according
to Miss June, they would
“agree not to mess with their
will Baptist Religion, or
their moonshine stills.”

Many poor mountain kids
taught by Miss Lloyd and
Miss June went on to be edu-
cated at Ivy league schools--
Harvard, Yale—. Some even
became Rhodes Scholars.
Those who did not leave the
mountains were educated at
Caney Creek College, found-
ed by Alice Lloyd and Miss
June.

Caney Creek College wa
later renamed Alice Lloyd
College. Doctors, lawyers,
and even nationally known
ns began emerging

Perkins was an Alice Lloyd
product.

In 1955, the school was in
financial trouble, and some-
one got the idea of putting
Miss Lloyd on Ralph Ed:
wards' famous TV Sfow,
This Is Your Life.

Edwards was fascinated
by Alice Lloyd's story and
agreed to devote a show to
her. Miss Lloyd, an humble
woman, would have never
agreed to such an appear
ance because she would have
thought she was exploiting
the school to get recognition
for herself, so benefactors of
the school tricked her into
going to Los Angeles

At the end of the show,
Edwards asked people to
send Af s--a_dollar--
anything th d to help
Miss Lloyd continue her
work

In a matter of days, hun-
dreds of thousands of dol-
lars arrived at the tiny post
office in Pippa Passes. There
were so many mailbags full
of money, the students had
to form an assembly line to
get the money up the steep
hill to the school. The school
has pictures of the money
being handed up the hill
in its fabulous pictorial ar-
chives of the region.
