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Three charged aiter "(100 surfaces

Three Carlisle residents
have been charged with
criminal abuse, 1st degree,
after a video was viewed by
law enforcement officials
that they say incriminates
the trio, and leads officials
to believe the trio could have
prevented the man’s death
had they chosen to do so.

Jennifer Rathbone, 33,
Jason Rathbone, 30, and
Tashana G. Frye, 29, all of
Carlisle were charged with
one count each of criminal
abuse, 1st degree, last week
after Carlisle Police Offi-
cer Mark Snedegar filed a
warrant for their arrest in
connection with the Nov. 3
death of Kevin Watkins, 23,
also of Carlisle.

Multiple law enforcement
sources say Watkins and
Jennifer Rathbone were en-
gaged to be married and liv-
ing together, when on Nov. 3
police say Watkins was “in a
physical and mentally help-
less state, as he was obvi-
ously unconscious.”

Police say they believe
Watkins was under the in-
fluence of some type of in-

toxicants and though that
didn’t slow the charged trio
from “laughing”, “taunting”
and “jeering”, at him as he
was videotaped, it may have
played arole in their decision
to not contact any emergen-
cy personnel to assist Wat-
kins, which may have pre-
vented his death.

“Defendants (Rathbone,
Rathbone and Frye) had a
discussion about emergency
medical assistance for vic-
tim (Watkins) as they were
aware that he had unlawful-
ly ingested controlled sub-
stances, but decided against
same as to do so would like-
ly result in criminal charg-
es against them,” an arrest
warrant drafted by Nicho-
las County Attorney Dawn
Letcher, states. “Thus the
defendant was left to die;
he was found hours after,
deceased, in the same loca-
tion and position as when
he was last recorded by vid-
eo.”

Officer Snedegar and
Letcher viewed the incrim-
inating video.

“It was very, very dis-
turbing,” Letcher said. “Mr.
Watkins was physically
helpless.”

Neither Letcher not Sne-
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Jennifer Rathbone

degar commented on the
specifics of what the video
depicted but additional lan-
guage in the arrest warrant
speaks loudly; saying the
defendant’s “made inappro-
priate contact” and “exhib-
ited crude gestures” toward
Watkins.

Watkins is survived by
two small children.

The official cause of Mr.
Watkins death remains un-
known as the Mercury pre-
pares to go to print.

“I have not received the
autopsy report back from
Frankfort, regarding Mr.
Watkins’ death,” Nicho-
las County Coroner Kevin
Hatchett said Monday af-
ternoon. Hatchett did not
comment otherwise on the
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case but did express disap-
pointment about rumors
surrounding the death of
Watkins that have surfaced
in the community.

“Without the autopsy re-
sults in there is no way of
knowing his exact cause of
death,” Hatchett said.

The two Rathbones were
lodged in the Bourbon
County Regional Jail where
they remain, pending the
posting of $7,500 cash bond.
Fry has not been detained
due to medical reasons and
poses no flight risk, accord-
ing to officials.

All persons are to be con-
sidered innocent until prov-
en guilty.

Barnett to appear in court

Alleged murderer Gary
Barnett is scheduled to ap-
pear in Robertson District
Court this Thursday, Dec.
22.

Barnett, 64, is accused
of murdering Kentontown
resident Angie Spencer, 71,
of 6367 Kentontown Road,
Mt. Olivet, in the early
morning hours of Dec. 10.

Barnett will appear be-
fore Robertson County
District Judge, Honorable

Charles Kuster, for the pur-
pose of a preliminary hear-
ing.

Robertson County Attor-
ney Jesse Melcher said he
expects to question Ken-
tucky State Police Detective
Chris Jaskoviak about de-
tails involving the charge.

Det. Jaskoviak continues
to lead the investigation in-
to the tragic incident, which
police say occurred when
Barnett, distraught over
a break-up with his girl-
friend of several years, who
is Spencer’s sister, went to
Spencer’s home looking for

her. Barnett allegedly fired
several rounds from a high
caliber pistol into the Spen-
cer home with one round
striking Spencer in the
chest, according to police.

Mt. Olivet Chief of Po-
lice Jamie Stamper was the
first officer to arrive on the
scene and Dustin Mitchell,
a member of Nicholas EMS,
also arrived quickly, but all
attempts to revive Spencer
failed.

Public Defender Matthew
Perdue is scheduled to rep-
resent Barnett for the pre-
liminary hearing.

Barnett remains lodged
in the Bourbon County Re-
gional Jail on $150,000 cash
bond.

Judge Kuster will hear
the evidence presented dur-
ing the preliminary hear-
ing and then make his rul-
ing regarding the charge of
murder.

That charge, or lesser
charges, may be bound over
to a future Robertson Coun-
ty Grand Jury for consider-
ation.

All persons are consid-
ered mnocent until proven

guilty.

The family members suffer
from physical and mental
trauma because of injuries
sustained in a crash involv-
ing a drunken driver.

them to celebrate responsi-
bly.”

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Court rejects
several bids

Members of the Nicholas
County Fiscal Court held
a lengthy meeting Dec. 13,
during which time they ap-
proved the County Clerk’s
deputy’s salaries.

Those salaries are
$90,000 for the 2012 fiscal
year, down on the average of
$10,000 from the 2011 fiscal
year. A motion was made
by Magistrate Steve Ham-
ilton to approve the salaries
and the motion was second-
ed by Mike Webb and unan-
imously approved by court
members.

Court members rejected
a bid of $43,900 to replace
the roof on the Armory. The
bid was submitted by Tri
State Roofing. A bid regard-
ing the Nicholas County fire
house roof repair was also
unanimously rejected fol-
lowing a motion by magis-
trate Jeff Randolph, which
was seconded by Magistrate
Jimmy Wells.

A barn removal bid of
$3,250 was also rejected fol-
lowing a motion by magis-
trate Darvin Mitchell, which
was seconded by Magistrate
Webb.

Court members will revis-
it the two bid items at a lat-
er date.

Randolph, a driving force
behind the Parks and Rec-
reation Committee gave a
report stating that two new
wirelessly controlled score-
boards will be installed with
the city and county splitting
the cost for the benefit of the
community.

Mark Wade and Arnold
Payne submitted bids for the
East End concession stand,
West End concession stand
and work on the new animal
shelter. The bids were unan-
imously approved.

Nicholas County ambu-
lance member Rob Biddle
addressed the court about
purchasing remounts for
the ambulances. Mr. Bid-
dle asked the court to help
with a Stryker Lift cot, that
cost $12,500 with a five year
life expectancy. It is a 700
pound weight capacity that
is operated by a button to
help with lifting. Mr. Bid-
dle suggested that he would
like to see about waiting on
the truck and remounting to
try and get a grant with that
and ask the court to pur-
chase the lift chair.

Steve Hamilton stated
that he wished that they
had more time to decide on
this, but there was a time
limit on the cot that had to
be placed by the end of the
month.

need utilize the money be-
fore they lost it. He also stat-
ed that we could save money
by purchasing the demo.

Mr. Biddle had the chair
out in the hallway of the
court to show the court the
demo cot, if they would like
to see it.

A motion To Purchase a
Styker EMS Ambulance
cot for the amount not to ex-
ceed $12,500 and the EMS

A motion was
made by Jeff Randolph to
discontinue the county buri-
al services, the motion died
for the lack of a second. A
motion was made by Mag-
istrate Wells, seconded by
magistrate Hamilton to
limit the service for Coun-
ty Burial for the indigent
for $400 for burial. The mo-
tion passed with magistrate
Randolph being the only
magistrate to vote against
the motion.

Magistrates unanimous-
ly voted in favor of Nicho-
las County Judge-Executive
Kenny Lyons to serve on the
Hospital Board.

Heaven Is A Lot Like Kentucky

NEARING
CHRISTMAS

“We should in all times
of trouble, trial or difficul-
ty, put our trust in the Lord,
who alone is able to save all
that put their trust in him.”

Spencer Records, a mili-
tia officer of northeastern
Kentucky, Draper Manu-
scripts Volume 23 CC

“In 1786 I was carrying
chain for George Lewis.

Arthur Fox slipped and
fell into the creek when Si-
mon Kenton standing near-
by laughed and said the
creek should be called Fox
Creek and Tve known it by
that name ever since.”

John Curtis Draper Man-
uscripts Volume 20 S page
240.

Late December, 1789,
near Arthur Fox’s Creek,
located in present-day,
east-central Fleming
County.

He sat the pack down
gently, and listened.

The valley that stretched
before him, known affec-
tionately among the fron-
tier spies as Arthur Fox’s
Valley, or simply, Fox Val-
ley, was a beautiful stretch
of ground that clung to Fox
Creek and it’s tributaries.

He had been hunting
with his family members
here in the past, but he was
making a sojourn this time.

He needed to be alone,
think to himself, formu-
late a plan and get on about
the business of survival, for
himself his loved ones and
his neighbors.

He was going to have to
find a way to control his
brother Laban. As a new-
ly appointed captain of the
militia by order of the Gov-
ernor of Virginia, he recog-
nized Laban as one of the
best scouts along the fron-
tier, but he was reckless.

Spencer was one of a doz-
en children of Josiah and
Susan Tully Records. And
he had first come to central
Kentucky on aland scouting
expedition with cousines in
1783. He had staid for over
almost a year and returned
home, coming back to Ken-
tucky, arriving in Lime-
stone (Maysville) on March
20, 1785 with the members
of his parents’ family.

They had settled in the
community of Washing-
ton, being the second house
built there from land they
purchased from William
Wood and their friend Ar-
thur Fox.

They acquired land
northwest of Washington,
and formed close alliances
with several families that
formed John Machir’s Sta-
tion. He traveled south fre-
quently, ranging often from
the Lower Blue Licks, to
George Stockton’s Station
(Flemingsburg) and fre-
quently went farther south-
east toward the knobs and
farther into the mountains
of what would one day be-
come Bath and Menifee
County.

He had dome much to
protect his immediate and
extended family, but the
Native Americans and Ken-
tuckians could not overcome
their need for vengeance
and rise above the personal
feuds that consumed entire
families in Kentucky and
clans in many of the Native
American tribes.

A few weeks ago Laban’s
father-in-law, Isaac Sellers,
had failed to return from a
hunting expedition near the
Licking River in present-
day Bracken County along
a small stream known as
Whippoorwill Creek.

scraped from the ground
after they found what the
Shawnee had left of Isaac
Sellers.

They buried him near
where his remains were
found.

As a youth, growing up in
western Pennsylvania, he
was no stranger to the atroc-
ities of war. As a young man
he had discovered several
of his neighbors massacred
during times of trouble.

But this time the violence
had directly touched his
family.

Laban had always been a
wild one and hard to control
but he loved his wife with a
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passion Spencer had nev-
er seen and thus he knew
Laban would make his en-
emies pay dearly for this..
That would be impossible
now.

He thought of strategies
to use to help his brother
control himself but nothing
came to mind as he beheld a
small group of buffalo graz-
ing along one of the prongs
of that vast valley system.

He also was thinking of
his future wife, Elizabeth
Elrod. They were to be mar-
ried in the spring.

He wanted to make Ken-

tucky his home, a place to
raise a family.

*Spencer Records and his
wife Elizabeth Elrod were
married on April 15, 1790.

His story, like
all of our Kentucky ances-
tors is one of complete fas-
cination for me. The details
of Spencer Records, as he
wrote them in later life, can
be found in volume 23 CC of
the Draper Manuscripts.

Spencer wrote much of his
brother Laban, who would

THOUGHTS FROM THE PASTOR’S STUDY

“The Favored One”

This is the last week of
Advent. As we transition in-
to Christmas I think it ap-
propriate that the focus of
the lectionary text is Mary,
mother of Jesus. As I look
back at memories of Christ-
mas’ past it seems that my
mother is the one that di-
rected all activities sur-
rounding the holidays. And
as I watch activities going
on in the community I see
women at the forefront of
every event, doing the toy
buying, the cooking, mak-
ing sure everyone else has a
merry time. And I can’t help
but be reminded of Mary,
and that women as is Mary,
are favored by God. It is no
small thing to be regard-
ed, to be favored, especial-
ly when one is doing all the
work, but doing it happily,
doing it to serve family and
friends. The way that moth-
ers, and women, serve us 1s
the way God expects us to
serve him, the church, and
each other.

But what about Mary, a
young girl, a virgin, a girl
that shows humility by re-
plying to the news from the
angel, “why me, who am I
to be blessed so”. To look at
Mary’s response is to realize
the extent to which she pon-

ders the impossible possi-
bility of the situation. Why?
Who am I? Why am I fa-
vored? How can

God be with me? She
knows who she is, she’s a
teenager, from the wrong
side of the tracks. The an-
gel Gabriel tells her the good
news that she is to be preg-
nant with a son, but not just
any son, the son of the most
high, no less. A son of the lin-
eage of David that will have
a kingdom that will never
end. What? How can that
be? This is where we, as did
Mary, resolve the tension be-
tween “How can this be” to “
Let it be with me according
to your word”. The response
of a favored servant, the re-
sponse of a mother, the re-
sponse of women, “Let it be
with me according to what is
the need.” During our mod-
ern celebrations of Christ-
mas, if we stop now to re-
gard the divine favor placed
upon Mary and all women,
it will move us from the ab-
sence of God, to the presence
of God, to the fulfillment of
God’s promises. We need to
all be prepared to answer
the call of God “ Here I am”,
But do we go as far as to re-
act to an impossible possibil-
ity put before our lives with
“Let it be with me according
to your word”, or “how can
this be, I can’t do this.”

However Mary has seen
the impossible become possi-
ble. Remember that she vis-
ited an elderly relative, Eliz-
abeth, that yet elderly and
barren, was pregnant with

a child we know as John the
Baptist, through God’s will.
The impossible is possible
through God. In the old tes-
tament we see women from
Sarah to Rachel that were
unable to bear children that
God granted a pregnan-
¢y to not only answer their
prayer, but to fulfill his will
and do his work. And later
in the Gospels we are taught
by Jesus that while “ It will
be easier for a camel to pass
through the eye of a needle
than a rich man to enter the
kingdom of God”, he follows
that with, “Nothing is im-
possible with God”. This is
what we learn from the les-
son of Mary.

In three short verse Mary
is transformed from peasant
girl to prophet, from Mary to
Mother of God, from denial
to discipleship. In a very re-
al way this 1s the appropri-
ate transition from advent
to Christmas. Mary’s story
moves us all from who we
think we are to who God has
called us to be. From obser-
vant believer to confessing
apostle. Yet remarkably, im-
possibly, Mary’s story moves
us to acknowledge the trans-
formation of God. The man-
ifestation of God as man
through Jesus.

It is no small transition
from our comfortable per-
ception of God to God in the
manger, vulnerable, help-
less, totally dependent, yet
this is the promise of Christ-
mas. Who better than a
mother, a women, a favored
one to handle this situation.
